
ORDINANCE NO. 21-01 
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF MANLEY, CASS COUNTY, NEBRASKA, TO 
ADOPT AND IMPOSE A SALES AND USE TAX OF ONE-HALF PERCENT (.50%) 
UPON THE SAME TRANSACTIONS WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE 
VILLAGE OF MANLEY, CASS COUNTY, NEBRASKA, ON WHICH THE STATE OF 
NEBRASKA IS AUTHORIZED TO IMPOSE A TAX; TO PROVIDE FOR THE DATE 
UPON WHICH THE TAX SHALL BE IMPOSED; AND FOR REPEALING ALL 
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED, BY THE VILLAGE BOARD CHAIRMAN AND VILLAGE BOARD 
OF THE VILLAGE OF MANLEY, NEBRASKA: 
 
 SECTION 1. That pursuant to the approval of the Electors of the Village of Manley, 
Cass County, Nebraska, at the General Election that was held on Tuesday, November 3, 2020, 
there is hereby adopted a Sales and Use Tax which tax shall be One-Half Percent (.50%) upon 
the same transactions within the Corporate limits of the Village of Manley, Cass County, 
Nebraska, on which the State of Nebraska is authorized to impose a tax pursuant to the 
provisions of Nebraska Law.  Said Sales and Use Tax shall commence on July 1, 2021 and shall 
continue in perpetuity unless repealed. 

 
SECTION 2.  The Sales and Use Tax shall be used to pay for capital improvement 

projects, including construction, lease, purchase, renovation and/or maintenance of municipal 
roads, utilities and infrastructure within the Village of Manley, Cass County, Nebraska.  

 
SECTION 3.  That the Village Clerk shall mail a Certified copy of this Ordinance and a 

Certified copy of the map of the Village of Manley, Nebraska, showing the Corporate limits 
thereof to the Nebraska Tax Commissioner and Nebraska Department of Revenue immediately 
after the passage of this Ordinance. 

 
 SECTION 4.  That all Ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed. 
 
 SECTION 5.    This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its 
passage, approval and publication or posting as provided by Law.
